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Erosion Prevention and Sediment Controls for Small Residential Construction Sites

Construction site owners are responsible for ensuring all construction activities comply with the requirements of City of Lawrence Code §9-903.

Site owners must use and maintain
Best Management Practices (BMPs) to
prevent the release of sediment or other
pollutants from construction sites:

é Minimize disturbed areas. Preserve existing
vegetation when possible.

é Stabilize bare soils (i.e. seeding, mulch,
geotextiles, etc.)

é Stabilize construction entrances to prevent
sediment track-out. Sediment tracked out onto
paved streets must be removed by the end of
the same workday.

é Install perimeter controls to prevent sediment
runoff from site (e.g. silt fence, straw wattle,
etc.).

é Install inlet protection for area or curb inlets.

& Secure chemical toilets on a pervious surface
at least 10 feet from impervious surfaces.

¢ Regularly inspect vehicles and equipment for
oil or fuel leaks. Clean up spills immediately
using proper absorbent materials.

é Store materials to prevent the potential release
of pollutants. Uncovered, outdoor storage of
unsealed containers of hazardous substances
is prohibited.

é Uncontained waste that may blow, wash or
otherwise be released from the site is
prohibited. Site owner must provide and
maintain on-site waste or recycling containers.

é Materials washout resulting from application of
concrete, paint, etc. or cleaning of associated
vehicles or equipment must be contained in
designated areas for proper disposal.

Site owners must inspect BMPs:

e atleast once every 14 days and
e within 24 hours after a rainfall
event of 0.5” or more of rain
